"Reduce your interests to afew. Don't try to know what will be of no service to you.
Avoid the digest type of mind--short bits of unrelated facts, cute stories and bright
sayings. Learn to pray inwardly every moment. After awhile you can do this even
while you work. Practice candor, childlike honesty, humility. Pray for asingle eye.
Read less, but read more of what is important to your inner life. Never let your mind
remain scattered for very long. Call home your roving thoughts. Gaze on Christ with
the eyes of your soul. Practice spiritual concentration.” (A.W. Tozer)

"The people that make a durable difference in the world are not the people who have
mastered many things, but who have been mastered by one great thing. If you want
your life to count, if you want the ripple effect of the pebbles you drop to become
waves that reach the ends of the earth and roll on into eternity, you don't need to
have ahigh I1Q. You don't have to have good looks or riches or come from afine
family or afine school. Instead you have to know afew great, majestic,
unchanging, obvious, simple, glorious things -- or one great all-embracing thing --
and be set on fire by them."
